£1460.66. We are extremely grateful for all the local businesses and parents that donated a wealth of 
impressive raffle prizes and donations.                

●​ My Child’s Art - Your child's arty drawings for festive cards and gifts raised £76.91 
●​ The Monthly School Lottery has raised £442 
●​ World Book Day Pre-Loved Book Sale – Your generous donations raised £88.85 and many children 

took home some new reading books to enjoy. 
●​ Smarties Challenge – Over the easter break children completed chores for friends and family and 

their own sponsored events.  We were overwhelmed with the response and enjoyed hearing about 
the wonderful things the children did to raise money. The results were shared in a school assembly. 
Swallows class raised the most and were treated to ice creams on the field.   The fundraiser collected 
an amazing £453.00.  We are thankful to Tescos for donating the majority of the smarties.

Thanks to fundraising efforts, we’ve been able to invest in some fantastic resources and experiences for our 
children last year, including: 

●​ Glockenspiels to enhance music lessons

●​ Party food for classroom Christmas celebrations 
●​ A visiting pantomime theatre production for December fun 
●​ Stump grinding to prepare our outdoor learning area 
●​ A new shed for Forest School storage 
●​ Forest school supplies to support hands-on nature learning 
●​ A pond liner to help prepare to create an outdoor wildlife space. More on this in 2025/2026 
●​ Supplied new school book bags to reception children 
●​ A new play barn, shelving unit,  builder play kit, workshop play tools to inspire imaginative play in 

Owls class 
●​ Hurdles and shot puts to support active physical education 

What’s next and how can you help?  
The school continues to plan to transform the outdoor space into a more meaningful learning 
environment for all students. We will continue to raise more funds, but as the school has to consider 
health and safety considerations and liaising with Somerset Council, so some of these projects take 
time.​
​
The Science Area  
Plans have already begun with clearing the overgrown pond area, we have brought a pond liner and now 
need this installed. The pond will be restocked with plants, newts, frogs, snails, and other creatures. 
Additionally, the school is looking to create a dedicated growing area with a greenhouse and raised beds. 
This space will greatly enrich students' understanding of the science curriculum and spark curiosity and 
appreciation for the natural world. 
 
Trim Trail​
We will be supporting the school with funding to repair the trim trail this new school year.​
​
School Educational Enrichment Trips​
The PTA will be working with the school to help with funding/subsidising school trips for all classes.   
​
Forest School Area  
At the far corner of the school, the school has begun creating an outdoor learning space featuring tree 
stump seating around a fire pit. We have brought storage for forest school resources.  A shelter is needed 
for this area so it can be used in all weathers. This area will support cross-curricular learning, offering 
practical experiences that inspire and motivate students.  

Wellbeing Garden  
This will be an area that is a calming environment that promotes mental health, helping to nurture happy, 
confident future generations. The wellbeing garden will consist of connected spaces with seating, 
surrounded by wind chimes, water features, fragrant plants, and sensory walkways. As a church school, 
this area will also foster spirituality and a sense of belonging.  

If anyone is or knows of someone involved in a company or has the expertise to help with these 
projects in any way such as resources, advice or service, then please do let the PTA or school know. 



We are continuing to work with the school to identify other areas where we can make the most impact 
through our fundraising efforts. Your feedback is always welcome—please feel free to share any ideas or 
suggestions for future fundraising initiatives.
